Frequently asked
questions

Do I need to let the school know if my
child has been away?

Yes — Parents must let the school know the reason
for the absence, if not beforehand, then within two
days of their child’s return to school.

Can | take my child out of school for
family or social occasions?

No — You should arrange leisure activities, visits to
family and friends and shopping trips outside of
school hours.

Does the occasional day away from

school really affect my child’s education?

Yes — Research shows that in Queensland, higher

student attendance is associated, on average, with

higher student achievement.

What should I do if my child refuses to
go to school?

Contact the school as soon as possible for advice
and support.
